Ceredigion County Council has advised that Aberporth has failed to meet the blue flag requirements for 2017 and will not receive a flag for 2018. Previously in years where the local authority could prove exceptional rain there was an appeal mechanism; Cllr Gethin Davies advised that this was no longer the case.
Cllr Gethin James noted that a recent article in the Teifiside contradicts this and requested that Ceredigion County Council clarify the position. 

Cllr Sue Lewis suggested that the community council turn this around and promote Aberporth facilities.  Cllr Gethin James agreed and noted that it would be best to not wait for the Blue Flags to be awarded; rain fall is out of our control.

Notes of the meeting held with representatives of the community council and MOD Estates had been provided.  
Cllr Gethin Davies noted that it had been a small meeting with positive outcomes.  He has approached people to come together to form a community group to move the project forward and requested figures of existing usage.

Cllr Gethin James advised that in 2007 the MOD had a figure in mind but now won’t commit to an available sum for the new facility. As part of the planning application they are required to replace the club and if the community cant evidence a need then the application will be able to proceed without.
The MOD wants to see a community managed facility and have indicated long term lease or transfer of ownership of the playing fields. 

The MOD have requested that the community respond before the end of December with figures of existing usage, a commitment to progress a project and a wish list for the new facility.

The community council agreed to facilitate establishing a community group.  Cllr Gethin James asked Cllr Gethin Davies and the Clerk to obtain the required information and respond to the MOD.

Cllr Dai Ogilvie had been approached about providing a roundabout for the village playground and suggested making a grant application to Tesco.  He had obtained quotes for a disabled friendly roundabout and the cost would be around £10,000.  
Cllr Jackie Brown noted that all existing equipment is for smaller children.

The Clerk noted that the community council has been putting money to one side annually for Parcllyn and now has £12k in reserves; based on Cllr Ogilvie’s quotations there will need to be a significant grant to provide playgrounds if one piece of equipment is £10k.  She suggested that the council look at this as part of a bigger grant application for playground equipment for all the villages.

She reported on a very successful afternoon of gardening and  thanked the ATC for their hard work; Louise Glover for providing teas & coffees and for holding the tools; lend of tools from Tidy Towns; London House for providing water; Steve Harries and Elfan Owens.

Invoices are due in from Teifi Valley for membrane and stone.  There are large stones to go in; these need to be collected.  Paul Clarke has been in contact with regards to engraving the stones.

She advised that the back fence needs repairing; Clerk to ask Jamson regarding ownership; and the front wall needs repairing.
