He advised that Dwr Cymru are undertaking major works in Cardigan and that there will be a community payback that an include Aberporth.

He had attended a meeting regarding the new round of Cynnal y Cardi; there will be a grant pot with a slightly different process. He advised on the Teifi nutrient management and noted his concerns that the coastal report will fail on nitrates; he wants to consider how can the county use SPF money to alleviate the issues which will affect development in our coastal communities.
